· 4-Way Inspection (Framing, Electrical, Plumbing, Mechanical)
· Final Inspection (before occupancy)
· Septic Inspection (if applicable)

· Site Plan
· Building Elevations
· Architectural Plans
· Foundation Plan
· Framing Plan
· Roof Plan
· Electrical Layout
· Plumbing Layout
· Mechanical Layout
