


San Juan County, Utah Voting Precinct Names Explained

Example:
Old Precinct Name: 2-3-B		New Precinct Name:1923B

San Juan County is the 19th county on an alphabetical list of Utah counties.  All our precincts start with “19”.
The 3rd character is always County Commissioner District assigned to that precinct. 
Options: 1, 2, and 3

The last character can be a letter. It is an abbreviation for a City or Town.  Options:

A – Aneth	B – Blanding
BF – Bluff	M - Monticello
The 4th character is always the School Board Member District assigned to that precinct. 
Options: 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5
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
